Region VIII 
National Association of Insurance Women (International) 

Bylaws 

Revised April 5, 2008
1. 
Conformity 

These bylaws shall be supplemental to NAIW bylaws and standing rules.  If any amendment to NAIW bylaws and standing rules causes these bylaws to conflict with NAIW bylaws or standing rules, the Region VIII Bylaws shall automatically conform to NAIW bylaws and standing rules.  Dues or assessment of individuals, local associations or state councils shall be prohibited. 

2. 
Regional Vice President 

A. 
Regional Vice Presidents assume office and duties on July 1 and shall serve one (1) year until their successors are elected and assume office.  Regional Vice Presidents may not serve more than two (2) consecutive terms in office. 

B. 
The Regional Vice President shall: 

i.
Perform the duties as stated in NAIW bylaws and standing rules and the Comprehensive Manual. 

ii.
Preside at the Region VIII conference.  If unable to attend, the assistant or an alternate appointed by the Regional Vice President shall preside.  If the Regional Vice President does not appoint an alternate, an alternate shall be appointed by the National President. 

iii. 
Appoint all standing committees as provided in the NAIW bylaws and these Region VIII Bylaws. 

iv. 
Maintain the Region VIII Nominating Committee file in accordance with procedures established by NAIW Board of Directors and contained in the Comprehensive Manual. 

C. The Regional Vice President shall coordinate the dates of the various state meetings with the newly elected state, provincial, commonwealth and territory director-elect one (1) year in advance to avoid conflicting dates of the annual meetings.

D.
The Regional Vice President shall visit within the region during the term subject to the following    
guidelines:

i.     As the official NAIW representative to the annual state meetings within the region. 

       ii.    Not to exceed the travel budget allocated for the term. 

       iii.   Additional visits provided the expenses are defrayed by the local association(s) extending the                        

              invitation.

3.
Committees 

A. 
Region VIII Nominating Committee 


i.
The Regional Vice President shall appoint a Nominating Committee chairman in accordance 



with Article IV, Section 2.E. of the NAIW bylaws and Regional Nominating Committee          

procedures adopted by the NAIW Board of Directors.

ii. The committee shall be comprised of one member from each state as provided in Article IV,



Section 2.E. of the NAIW bylaws.

iii. The committee shall submit recommendations consisting of at least one name for the



positions of Regional Vice President, and member and alternate to the National Nominating



Committee.  Following the report of the committee, additional nominations may be made



from the floor.


B. 
Region VIII Bylaws Committee 

i.
The Regional Vice President shall appoint a chairman and two (2) members to review the Region VIII Bylaws. 

ii.
This committee shall be appointed no later than August 15th.   

iii. 
The committee shall consider and/or correlate proposed amendments submitted by Region VIII associations and active members together with its own, and submit amendments receiving a majority vote of the committee to the regional conference for consideration. 



iv. 
The committee may receive recommendations for proposed amendments from the state 



councils that shall be submitted to the regional conference for consideration.


v. 
The chairman shall distribute the proposed amendments to all local associations and


members-at-large no later than sixty (60) days prior to the Regional Conference. 

vi.  
The committee shall correlate and publish all bylaws and amendments adopted at the 


Regional Conference and furnish revised copies to NAIW Headquarters for distribution

to all Region VIII associations, Members-At-Large and State Directors immediately 


following adoption at the Regional Conference. 


C. 
Region VIII Recommendations Committee 


i.
The Regional Vice President shall appoint a chairman and at least three (3), but no more 
than five (5), members to receive and review recommendations for consideration at the 
Regional Conference. 


ii. 
Region VIII associations and active members may submit recommendations to the committee 
and the committee shall correlate all recommendations. 


iii. 
Recommendations receiving a majority vote of the committee shall be presented to the 
delegates at the Regional Conference for a vote.


iv. 
Recommendations that come from a State Council by majority vote of that voting body shall 


be presented to the Regional Conference for consideration.  The Recommendations 



Committee may present its opinion to the assembly with the recommendation. 


v. 
Recommendations not receiving a majority vote of the committee may be presented to the 
conference by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the delegates.

D. 
Region VIII Credentials Committee 

i. 
The Regional Vice President shall appoint a chairman and at least one (1) representative from each state in the region, who shall be present at the conference.  The committee shall receive credential forms, certify delegates and alternates, and register delegates and alternates at the conference. 

ii.
Any member who contests a delegate or alternate certification shall do so to the committee.  The Regional Vice President shall make the final decision on contested delegate or alternate certification.


E. 
Other regional committees may be appointed by the Regional Vice President.



F. 
Region VIII Awards Committee 


i. 
The Regional Vice President shall appoint a chairman and three committee members who, 
together with the current recipients of the Member of the Year Award and the Hall of Fame 
Award, shall constitute the Region VIII Awards Committee.  The current Member of the Year 
and Hall of Fame recipients shall only chair their respective committees and appoint members 
to their committees, as prescribed in the Awards Fund Procedures Manual. 


ii. 
The committee shall administer the following Region VIII awards: 


a. 
Member of the Year Award 


b. 
Hall of Fame Award 


c. 
Jeffrey Nordhaus Memorial Award for Education 


d. 
Roy Pasini Memorial Award for Public Relations 


e. 
E.C. Smith Memorial Award for Safety 


f. 
Association of the Year Award 


g.
Young Professional of the Year Award
iii. 
Other regional awards or contests shall be administered by the Regional Vice President or they may appoint an individual to administer the award or contest at the Regional Conference.  Awards or contests in the category are: 



a. Regional Organization and Membership Certificate 


b. Rookie of the Year Award 


c. Communicate with Confidence Regional Speak-Off 


d. Claims Professional of the Year 


e. Insurance Professional of the Year 


iv.  
The committee shall follow the Awards Fund Procedure Manual. 


G.
Region VIII History Committee


i.
The Regional Vice President shall appoint a chairman (Past Region VIII Vice 



President) and two (2) committee members, who shall constitute the Region VIII History 


Committee.

ii.
The committee shall ensure that all documents on Region VIII history are kept up to date and 


accessible to members at any time.


iii.
The committee shall update the Region VIII history documentation by receiving updates 


from members and Past Region VIII Vice Presidents.


iv.
The chairman shall report at the annual Regional Conference any updates that were made to 


the history documentation, as necessary.

4. 
Meetings 
A. 
The Region VIII conference shall be held in accordance with Article IV, Section 2.A. of the NAIW bylaws.  The Regional Conference should be held between the dates of February 1 and April 15. 

i. 
Each Region VIII association shall have the right to send one (1) delegate to vote,  providing the delegate’s credentials form has been received by the chairman of the Credentials Committee of the conference and national dues have been paid. 

ii. 
Members-At-Large, in attendance at the regional conference, shall meet and elect a delegate. 

iii. 
Delegates at the regional conference shall register with the Credentials Committee. 


iv. 
The conference program shall be scheduled at the discretion of the Regional Vice President. 


v. 
A delegates’ briefing, open to all members, shall be conducted by the Regional Vice President 

and the NAIW National representative.  The purpose of the briefing shall be to review the 


conference amendments to NAIW bylaws and standing rules and Region VIII bylaws. 

vi.
The hosting association with the approval of the Regional Vice President shall determine the registration fee for the Regional Conference. 

vii.
 Fund raising at the Regional Conference shall be limited to those associations who will have successfully bid for a Regional Conference, State Meeting or associations hosting a National Convention, or associations having hosted a Regional Conference, State Meeting or National Convention resulting in a deficit.  Fund raising will also be allowed for the purpose of establishing a Regional Fund or to add revenue to an existing Regional Fund. 


B.
An annual meeting may be held in each state of Region VIII as established in Article IV, Section 


2.E. of the NAIW bylaws.
5.
Nominations and Elections 

A. 
Nominations shall be in made accordance with Article IV, Section 2.E. of the NAIW bylaws. 

i.
Candidates shall be in attendance at regional conference. 

ii.
All candidates shall complete the candidate form prescribed by NAIW

 B. 
Elections shall be held in accordance with Article IV, Section 2.F. of the NAIW bylaws. 

6. 
Award Fund 

A.
A Fund shall be established as the Region VIII Award Fund, National Association of Insurance Women, (International). Monies can be accepted into the Fund by virtue of donations and through proceeds from regional functions. 
B.
Perpetuation of this Fund by means of dues or assessment of individuals, local associations or state councils shall be prohibited. 

C.
The Fund shall be administered by the Regional Trustee, appointed by the Regional Vice President, for a three-year term. The Trustee shall be a former Region VIII Director/Vice President.  A Co-Trustee shall be appointed by the Regional Vice President to serve a coinciding term as signer in the event the Trustee is unable to perform her duties. 


D. 
The Trustee shall: 

i.
Follow the Awards Fund Procedures Manual and the Accounting Procedures for the Region VIII Trust Fund Account, in the administration of the Fund. 

ii. 
Have general supervision and management of the receipts and disbursements during the term, which shall coincide with the fiscal year. 

iii. 
Keep an itemized summary of all transactions and make a detailed report at the regional conference. 

iv. 
File any and all tax forms required. 

E. 
The Regional Vice President shall appoint two former Regional Directors/Vice Presidents who are in attendance at the Regional Conference to audit the Awards Fund at the Regional Conference. 

F. 
No other expenditures are authorized from this Awards Fund unless a provision for such has been provided in these Regional Bylaws with the authorization of the NAIW Board of Directors. 

7. 
Amendments 

A. 
Region VIII associations and active members may submit recommendations for amendments to or revision of the Region VIII Bylaws. 

B.
These bylaws may be amended at the Regional Conference by a majority vote of the certified delegates present and voting, provided written notice has been submitted to Region VIII associations and Members-At-Large at least sixty (60) days prior to the conference, and by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the certified delegates without previous notice. 

C.
These bylaws may be revised at the conference by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the certified delegates, provided a revision was ordered at a previous conference by a majority vote of the certified delegates.  The proposed revision shall have been submitted to Region VIII associations and Members-At-Large sixty (60) days prior to the conference. 

D.
Amendments to these bylaws or revision shall become effective beginning with the next fiscal year (July 1) following the vote at the Regional Conference unless otherwise specified in said bylaws. 


8. 
Parliamentary Authority 

The rules contained in the latest edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall be the parliamentary authority for all matters of procedure not specifically covered by the NAIW bylaws, standing rules, procedure manual and these bylaws. 
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
